REPLACING FPRIMARY CHAIN & TENSIONER
In cases of abnormal engine noise,

escpecially when using the air con-

‘ditioner,proper tensioning of the

primary chain should be checked.
Take a pair of large vise grips

or a pipe wrench and gradb the acces-

gory drive shaft,close to the engine

end,and try to move it slightly. If
you notice an easo of movement fol-
lowed by resistance,in either direc-
tion, the primary tensioner has come
to the end of its eoffective range.A
normal healthy chain and tensioner
should exhibit no play at all during
this test. When applying force with
the wrench do not exceed 20-25 f+
1bs of torqueo. You are only looking
for a play range of 10-15 degrees of
arc. Any engine whose chains have
not been changed usually need it be-
tweon 45,000 to 50,000 miles.

1.Remove cam covers

2.Bring piston §1 to TDC end of cx=-
haust,start of intake. In this pos-
ftion 3ll long timing marks should
line up with index marks on the
camn bearing caps. Notetif the pri-
wary chain has broken remove both
cam chaing and c¢ylinder heads and
inspec¢ct for bent or broken valves.

3.Loosen the front cap on each can-
ghaft and insert a strip of leather
botween the cap and the shaft.Then,
retighten the cap alightl{ to lock
the camghaft. Inscrt the leather
only 1/3rd of the distance of the
width of the cap.

5.Drain engine oil and remove oil

é.sggove 0il punp and eplash pan.

7.Remove intake manifold with carbs
and linkage.

8.Romove water digtridution vipe and
water pump cover.

_9.Remove %ining cover and guide it
carefully up over the top of the
engine. Be careful not to bend or

gtrain the oil puwmp drive shaft on

the end of the crankshafi. Pull it

out of the crankshaft and turn it
arouxl and reinsert it to cqualize
wear in the splines.

11.Remove the tensioner and chain

liniter and look in the oil pan
for any partc that may have broken
off the tensioner,limiter,or ten-
sion shoe.

12.Remove the primary chain by grind-

ing one of the links with & high
speed grinder or cutoff wheel.

1.ount R new primary chain Part #

# 5523424, Before mounting the
chain observe that the 0 on the
crankshaft sprocket should line
up with the 0 on the block. As
the chain is installed make sure
that it is tight on the left span
and slack on the right span.
2.0bserve the old tensioner and make
sure that you have ordered the
proper one as two styles were uscd.
As a rule engines with five speed
gearvoxes use thenew type tensioner,
if their number is above 200263.
Above 250045 L the engine has an
autonatic geardox.

3. Mount the tensioner and tighten
the dolt to 9 It lbs. Make sure
that you put the washer between
the block and the tensioner.

4.NMount the curved shoe and tighten

the bolt to 8 ft 1bs. The washer
goes between the shoe and the dlock.

5.Release the tensioner spring by
torning.the lock screw 3 turn. The
tensioner shoe will now apply pres-
surc. to the chain.

6.Install thelchain limiter and
tighton tho' bolts to 8 ft 1bs.Make
sure the clearence between the span
ogogup chain and the limiter is

7.Press out the old shaft seal in the
tining cover and.presz in a new one.
Replace the main oil gallery seal
on the timing cover.
